Information Security
Why should information security be a concern for knowledge managers? Isn’t information security something the IT department deals with? According to information security experts the effectiveness of corporate security very much depends on factors like culture, governance structure, people management and organizational alertness, and should therefore be seen in the broader context of managing and protecting information and knowledge.

A day does not go by without some news report of a new virus or worm spreading throughout the Internet infecting countless computers. Because viruses are visible, many companies focus exclusively on protecting their computers from viruses and other outside attacks. Even though virus protection is important, businesses loose far more money to financial fraud and the theft of intellectual property. These cyber crimes are largely invisible and often the attacker is an insider. In this meeting, our speaker will discuss why companies need to focus on protecting the information that drives their business and not just their computers. In addition, the speaker will explain the critical role of non-IT management in information security decision making.
